PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT


Captain Nielsen reported the following:
Arrivals – arrivals are down 2% from last year.
Shifts – shifts are down 3% from last year. 
Cargo – cargo was up in 2015 vs 2014, coal was doing well but then slowed down.

Pilot Years of Service – years of service has changed slightly from the last report with 3 additional pilots in both the 5-9 and 10-14 years of service category.
Pilot Ages – the number of Pilots in the 50-54 year range went up by one member, and declined by one in the 55-59 range.
Retiring Pilots – two pilots retired this year.  No more pilots will be retiring this year.  It is projected that 2-4 may retire in 2017.  There are no projected retirements in 2018, five are projected to retire in 2019.
Port Reports – business at Sparrows Point is starting to pick up. 

Proposed Pilot Complement –  Captain Nielsen stated that if business stays the same, then the pilot compliment should stay the same.  No new PITs are recommended until May 1, 2017.
Motion (II) was made by Mr. Kassel, seconded by Captain Hartnett, and unanimously carried to accept the Pilot Complement Report.
