Motion V was made by Commissioner McAdams, seconded by Commissioner Lee and unanimously carried that the Commission promulgate a regulation to adopt the 2012-2013 edition of USPAP.

Brandon Casey

Brandon Casey addressed to the Commission to request that he be permitted to have the 72-hour home inspector pre-license training course requirement waived based on his professional background and experience as an architect and his work experience in the home building and construction industries.
Sunset Review
Administrator Schott advised the Commission that she, Deputy Commissioner Harry Loleas and Commissioners Fair and McAdams attended a hearing before the Senate Finance Committee on December 7, 2011 to testify to the recommendations and findings rendered as a result of the Sunset Review that was conducted by the Department of Legislative Services.  She explained that she had provided each member with a copy of the final report, which reflected seven recommendations to the program; and that the Commission received a generally favorable report.
