Mr. Marquette reported that he is following up regarding Harford County, which is seeking to expedite license exams and the application process. The Board is awaiting curriculum information from Harford County regarding their employee accreditation process.

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Marquette presented the labor statistics to the Board during the previous meeting and wanted to ensure that all members had an opportunity to review the information. The data will be revisited in upcoming meetings and compared with licensing statistics from the U.S. Department of Labor Statistics. Additionally, it has been recommended to consider all job titles related to boiler management, rather than focusing solely on boiler operators and stationary engineers.

License Renewal Application Questions
Chairman Wodka introduced a new initiative to explore adding additional questions to the application process (e.g., job title, employment status) to the renewal process to gather better industry data. The goal is to gather feedback and key performance indicators to assess the overall condition of the stationary engineering industry in Maryland. Specifically, the discussion focused on three potential questions and the steps required to integrate them into the online renewal application. 

Member Resignation
Vice Chairman Lance Brown announced his resignation, effective in 1.5 months, due to a relocation out of state. As a result of Vice Chairman Brown's resignation, the following committees were re-established:

Establish Complaint Committee
Ms. Tichy moved to nominate to the Complaint Committee Herman Sykes (Chair) and Steven Noonan. The motion was seconded by Mr. Gregory and by a unanimous vote, the Board approved the Complaint Committee membership.

Establish Application Review Committee
Mr. Brown moved to nominate to the Application Review Committee Herman Sykes (Chair), Christa Tichy, and Steven Noonan. Mr. Gregory seconded the motion, which passed by unanimous vote.

Establish Equipment Committee
Mr. Sykes moved to establish the Equipment Committee with Steven Noonan (Chair). Ms. Tichy seconded the motion, which passed by unanimous vote. 

Ms. Tichy announced her candidacy for Montgomery County Council at large, for which the election will be held on June 23, 2026. Counsel advised Ms. Tichy to consult the State Ethics Commission to ask whether she would have to resign from the Board if elected.
